POSTER SESSION
A primary goal of the 2011 Symposium is to recognize the progress that local organizations have made towards meeting watershed goals.  To meet the Symposium’s goal, the event will include a poster session that features completed and ongoing watershed projects.  Posters will be displayed during the symposium in the Town Square in front of the Yountville Public Library; attendees will view posters during the poster session, as well as throughout the day.   After the symposium, pending authors’ approval, posters will be displayed on the WICC website (www.napawatersheds.org) and/or in brochure format.  

You are invited to submit a poster presentation of your watershed project. Posters may highlight projects related to education, monitoring, assessments, restoration, protection, recreation, sustainable business, planning, or other activities that seek to improve watershed health and function.   
Please adhere to the following guidelines in preparing your poster
· Poster authors are requested to be present for the poster session 
· Posters should be a maximum size of 4 feet wide by 3 feet tall. 
· Posters may be printed at the Napa County Conservation, Development, & Planning Department (NCCDPD) by appointment (call Jeff Sharp – 707-259-5936, deadline May 9)

· Posters will likely be displayed on easels, so will need to be mounted on ridged board.  The NCCDPD will arrange for mounting (call Jeff Sharp – 707-259-5936, deadline May 9)
· Poster authors may use the poster template: http://www.napawatersheds.org/events/view/4610
· Posters should highlight a watershed project, not overview a watershed organization
· Posters should include the following information about the watershed project: 
1. Goal of project 
2. method for addressing goal 
3. why method is appropriate 
4. location
5. project results
6. next steps for project, 
7. project funding, 
8. lessons learned 
9. project sponsor and contact information

· Poster presenters may bring handouts associated with their organization or presentation.
